Over the years, I have developed research and studies on different themes orchestrated around the nature/culture and environment/society dichotomies. Thus, I have dealt, from both historical and contemporary perspectives, with the ideological manipulation of human differences capable of generating racist theories and racist practices, such anti-Semitism, Afro-phobia, and Islamophobia. I dealt with bio-politics as a discipline and control of otherness and with the social spreading of fears and insecurities considered both the cause and the consequence of the processes of racialization of socio-cultural diversity. I have also studied the bio-politics of fascism - eugenics, populationism, social and labour organicism, orthogenesis - without neglecting current forms of biopolitics, such as criminalization processes and juridical phenomenology associated with the genesis of otherness. At the same time, I studied the dichotomous pairs previously indicated in an inverted sequence: from the naturalization of society to the socialization of nature, from the essentialization of cultures to the production and colonization of nature. Thus, I started theoretical investigations and empirical research on the themes of ecological crisis, environmental movements, socio-ecological metabolic processes, household, urban and social metabolism, consumption of natural resources, strategies for transition to environmental sustainability.
